I. People’s Agreement, World People’s Conference on Climate Change and the Rights of

Mother Earth

Today, our Mother Earth is wounded and the future of humanity is in danger.

If global warming increases by more than 2 degrees Celsius, a situation that the
“Copenhagen Accord” could lead to, there is a 50% probability that the damages caused to
our Mother Earth will be completely irreversible. Between 20% and 30% of species would be
in danger of disappearing. Large extensions of forest would be affected, droughts and floods
would affect different regions of the planet, deserts would expand, and the melting of the
polar ice caps and the glaciers in the Andes and Himalayas would worsen. Many island states
would disappear, and Africa would suffer an increase in temperature of more than 3 degrees
Celsius. Likewise, the production of food would diminish in the world, causing catastrophic
impact on the survival of inhabitants from vast regions in the planet, and the number of
people in the world suffering from hunger would increase dramatically, a figure that already
exceeds 1.02 billion people. The corporations and governments of the so-called “developed”
countries, in complicity with a segment of the scientific community, have led us to discuss
climate change as a problem limited to the rise in temperature without questioning the
cause, which is the capitalist system.

We confront the terminal crisis of a civilizing model that is patriarchal and based on
the submission and destruction of human beings and nature that accelerated since the
industrial revolution.

The capitalist system has imposed on us a logic of competition, progress and
limitless growth. This regime of production and consumption seeks profit without limits,
separating human beings from nature and imposing a logic of domination upon nature,
transforming everything into commodities: water, earth, the human genome, ancestral
cultures, biodiversity, justice, ethics, the rights of peoples, and life itself.

Under capitalism, Mother Earth is converted into a source of raw materials, and
human beings into consumers and a means of production, into people that are seen as
valuable only for what they own, and not for what they are.

Capitalism requires a powerful military industry for its processes of accumulation
and imposition of control over territories and natural resources, suppressing the resistance

of the peoples. It is an imperialist system of colonization of the planet.
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Humanity confronts a great dilemma: to continue on the path of capitalism,
depredation, and death, or to choose the path of harmony with nature and respect for life.

It is imperative that we forge a new system that restores harmony with nature and
among human beings. And in order for there to be balance with nature, there must first be
equity among human beings. We propose to the peoples of the world the recovery,
revalorization, and strengthening of the knowledge, wisdom, and ancestral practices of
Indigenous Peoples, which are affirmed in the thought and practices of “Living Well,”
recognizing Mother Earth as a living being with which we have an indivisible,
interdependent, complementary and spiritual relationship. To face climate change, we
must recognize Mother Earth as the source of life and forge a new system based on the
principles of:

¢ harmony and balance among all and with all things;

e complementarity, solidarity, and equality;

e collective well-being and the satisfaction of the basic necessities of all;

e people in harmony with nature;

e recognition of human beings for what they are, not what they own;

¢ elimination of all forms of colonialism, imperialism and interventionism;
e peace among the peoples and with Mother Earth;

The model we support is not a model of limitless and destructive development. All
countries need to produce the goods and services necessary to satisfy the fundamental
needs of their populations, but by no means can they continue to follow the path of
development that has led the richest countries to have an ecological footprint five times
bigger than what the planet is able to support. Currently, the regenerative capacity of the
planet has been already exceeded by more than 30 percent. If this pace of over-exploitation
of our Mother Earth continues, we will need two planets by the year 2030. In an
interdependent system in which human beings are only one component, it is not possible to
recognize rights only to the human part without provoking an imbalance in the system as a
whole. To guarantee human rights and to restore harmony with nature, it is necessary to
effectively recognize and apply the rights of Mother Earth. For this purpose, we propose
the attached project for the Universal Declaration on the Rights of Mother Earth, in which
it's recorded that:

e The right to live and to exist;

¢ The right to be respected;

e The right to regenerate its bio-capacity and to continue it’s vital cycles and
processes free of human alteration;

e The right to maintain their identity and integrity as differentiated beings, self-
regulated and interrelated;

e The right to water as the source of life;

e Theright to clean air;

e The right to comprehensive health;

e The right to be free of contamination and pollution, free of toxic and radioactive
waste;

e The right to be free of alterations or modifications of it's genetic structure in a
manner that threatens it’s integrity or vital and healthy functioning;

¢ The right to prompt and full restoration for violations to the rights acknowledged in
this Declaration caused by human activities.

The “shared vision” seeks to stabilize the concentrations of greenhouse gases to
make effective the Article 2 of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change, which states that “the stabilization of greenhouse gases concentrations in the
atmosphere to a level that prevents dangerous anthropogenic inferences for the climate
system.” Our vision is based on the principle of historical common but differentiated
responsibilities, to demand the developed countries to commit with quantifiable goals of
emission reduction that will allow to return the concentrations of greenhouse gases to 300
ppm, therefore the increase in the average world temperature to a maximum of one degree
Celsius.

Emphasizing the need for urgent action to achieve this vision and with the support
of peoples, movements and countries, developed countries should commit to ambitious
targets for reducing emissions that permit the achievement of short-term objectives, while
maintaining our vision in favor of balance in the Earth’s climate system, in agreement with
the ultimate objective of the Convention.

The “shared vision for long-term cooperative action” in climate change negotiations
should not be reduced to defining the limit on temperature increases and the concentration
of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere, but must also incorporate in a balanced and integral
manner measures regarding capacity building, production and consumption patterns, and
other essential factors such as the acknowledging of the Rights of Mother Earth to establish

harmony with nature.
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Developed countries, as the main cause of climate change, in assuming their
historical responsibility, must recognize and honor their climate debt in all of its dimensions
as the basis for a just, effective, and scientific solution to climate change. In this context, we
demand that developed countries:

. Restore to developing countries the atmospheric space that is occupied by their
greenhouse gas emissions. This implies the decolonization of the atmosphere through the
reduction and absorption of their emissions;

. Assume the costs and technology transfer needs of developing countries arising from
the loss of development opportunities due to living in a restricted atmospheric space;

. Assume responsibility for the hundreds of millions of people that will be forced to
migrate due to the climate change caused by these countries, and eliminate their restrictive
immigration policies, offering migrants a decent life with full human rights guarantees in
their countries;

o Assume adaptation debt related to the impacts of climate change on developing
countries by providing the means to prevent, minimize, and deal with damages arising from
their excessive emissions;

o Honor these debts as part of a broader debt to Mother Earth by adopting and
implementing the United Nations Universal Declaration on the Rights of Mother Earth.

The focus must not be only on financial compensation, but also on restorative justice,
understood as the restitution of integrity to our Mother Earth and all its beings.

We deplore attempts by countries to annul the Kyoto Protocol, which is the sole
legally binding instrument specific to the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions by
developed countries.

We inform the world that, despite their obligation to reduce emissions, developed
countries have increased their emissions by 11.2% in the period from 1990 to 2007.

During that same period, due to unbridled consumption, the United States of
America has increased its greenhouse gas emissions by 16.8%, reaching an average of 20 to
23 tons of CO2 per-person. This represents 9 times more than that of the average inhabitant
of the “Third World,” and 20 times more than that of the average inhabitant of Sub-Saharan
Africa.

We categorically reject the illegitimate “Copenhagen Accord” that allows developed
countries to offer insufficient reductions in greenhouse gases based in voluntary and
individual commitments, violating the environmental integrity of Mother Earth and leading

us toward an increase in global temperatures of around 4°C.
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The next Conference on Climate Change to be held at the end of 2010 in Mexico
should approve an amendment to the Kyoto Protocol for the second commitment period
from 2013 to 2017 under which developed countries must agree to significant domestic
emissions reductions of at least 50% based on 1990 levels, excluding carbon markets or
other offset mechanisms that mask the failure of actual reductions in greenhouse gas
emissions.

We require first of all the establishment of a goal for the group of developed

countries to achieve the assignment of individual commitments for each developed country
under the framework of complementary efforts among each one, maintaining in this way
Kyoto Protocol as the route to emissions reductions.
The United States, as the only Annex 1 country on Earth that did not ratify the Kyoto
Protocol, has a significant responsibility toward all peoples of the world to ratify this
document and commit itself to respecting and complying with emissions reduction targets
on a scale appropriate to the total size of its economy.

We the peoples have the equal right to be protected from the adverse effects of
climate change and reject the notion of adaptation to climate change as understood as a
resignation to impacts provoked by the historical emissions of developed countries, which
themselves must adapt their modes of life and consumption in the face of this global
emergency. We see it as imperative to confront the adverse effects of climate change, and
consider adaptation to be a process rather than an imposition, as well as a tool that can
serve to help offset those effects, demonstrating that it is possible to achieve harmony with
nature under a different model for living.

It is necessary to construct an Adaptation Fund exclusively for addressing climate
change as part of a financial mechanism that is managed in a sovereign, transparent, and
equitable manner for all States. This Fund should assess the impacts and costs of climate
change in developing countries and needs deriving from these impacts, and monitor support
on the part of developed countries. It should also include a mechanism for compensation for
current and future damages, loss of opportunities due to extreme and gradual climactic
events, and additional costs that could present themselves if our planet surpasses ecological
thresholds, such as those impacts that present obstacles to “Living Well.”

The “Copenhagen Accord” imposed on developing countries by a few States, beyond
simply offering insufficient resources, attempts as well to divide and create confrontation
between peoples and to extort developing countries by placing conditions on access to

adaptation and mitigation resources. We also assert as unacceptable the attempt in
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processes of international negotiation to classify developing countries for their vulnerability
to climate change, generating disputes, inequalities and segregation among them.

The immense challenge humanity faces of stopping global warming and cooling the
planet can only be achieved through a profound shift in agricultural practices toward the
sustainable model of production used by indigenous and rural farming peoples, as well as
other ancestral models and practices that contribute to solving the problem of agriculture
and food sovereignty. This is understood as the right of peoples to control their own seeds,
lands, water, and food production, thereby guaranteeing, through forms of production that
are in harmony with Mother Earth and appropriate to local cultural contexts, access to
sufficient, varied and nutritious foods in complementarity with Mother Earth and deepening
the autonomous (participatory, communal and shared) production of every nation and
people.

Climate change is now producing profound impacts on agriculture and the ways of
life of indigenous peoples and farmers throughout the world, and these impacts will worsen
in the future.

Agribusiness, through its social, economic, and cultural model of global capitalist
production and its logic of producing food for the market and not to fulfill the right to proper
nutrition, is one of the principal causes of climate change. Its technological, commercial, and
political approach only serves to deepen the climate change crisis and increase hunger in the
world. For this reason, we reject Free Trade Agreements and Association Agreements and all
forms of the application of Intellectual Property Rights to life, current technological
packages (agrochemicals, genetic modification) and those that offer false solutions (biofuels,
geo-engineering, nanotechnology, etc.) that only exacerbate the current crisis.

We similarly denounce the way in which the capitalist model imposes mega-
infrastructure projects and invades territories with extractive projects, water privatization,
and militarized territories, expelling indigenous peoples from their lands, inhibiting food
sovereignty and deepening socio-environmental crisis.

We demand recognition of the right of all peoples, living beings, and Mother Earth
to have access to water, and we support the proposal of the Government of Bolivia to
recognize water as a Fundamental Human Right.

The definition of forests used in the negotiations of the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change, which includes plantations, is unacceptable. Monoculture
plantations are not forests. Therefore, we require a definition for negotiation purposes that

recognizes the native forests, jungles and the diverse ecosystems on Earth.
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The United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples must be fully
recognized, implemented and integrated in climate change negotiations. The best strategy
and action to avoid deforestation and degradation and protect native forests and jungles is
to recognize and guarantee collective rights to lands and territories, especially considering
that most of the forests are located within the territories of indigenous peoples and nations
and other traditional communities.

We condemn market mechanisms such as REDD (Reducing Emissions from
Deforestation and Forest Degradation) and its versions + and + +, which are violating the
sovereignty of peoples and their right to prior free and informed consent as well as the
sovereignty of national States, the customs of Peoples, and the Rights of Nature.

Polluting countries have an obligation to carry out direct transfers of the economic
and technological resources needed to pay for the restoration and maintenance of forests in
favor of the peoples and indigenous ancestral organic structures. Compensation must be
direct and in addition to the sources of funding promised by developed countries outside of
the carbon market, and never serve as carbon offsets. We demand that countries stop
actions on local forests based on market mechanisms and propose non-existent and
conditional results. We call on governments to create a global program to restore native
forests and jungles, managed and administered by the peoples, implementing forest seeds,
fruit trees, and native flora. Governments should eliminate forest concessions and support
the conservation of petroleum deposits in the ground and urgently stop the exploitation of
hydrocarbons in forestlands.

We call upon States to recognize, respect and guarantee the effective
implementation of international human rights standards and the rights of indigenous
peoples, including the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples under
ILO Convention 169, among other relevant instruments in the negotiations, policies and
measures used to meet the challenges posed by climate change. In particular, we call upon
States to give legal recognition to claims over territories, lands and natural resources to
enable and strengthen our traditional ways of life and contribute effectively to solving
climate change.

We demand the full and effective implementation of the right to consultation,
participation and prior, free and informed consent of indigenous peoples in all negotiation

processes, and in the design and implementation of measures related to climate change.
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Environmental degradation and climate change are currently reaching critical levels, and one
of the main consequences of this is domestic and international migration. According to
projections, there were already about 25 million climate migrants by 1995. Current
estimates are around 50 million, and projections suggest that between 200 million and 1
billion people will become displaced by situations resulting from climate change by the year
2050.

Developed countries should assume responsibility for climate migrants, welcoming
them into their territories and recognizing their fundamental rights through the signing of
international conventions that provide for the definition of climate migrant and require all
States to abide by abide by determinations.

Establish an International Tribunal of Conscience to denounce, make visible,
document, judge and punish violations of the rights of migrants, refugees and displaced
persons within countries of origin, transit and destination, clearly identifying the
responsibilities of States, companies and other agents.

Current funding directed toward developing countries for climate change and the
proposal of the Copenhagen Accord is insignificant. In addition to Official Development
Assistance and public sources, developed countries must commit to a new annual funding of
at least 6% of GDP to tackle climate change in developing countries. This is viable
considering that a similar amount is spent on national defense, and that 5 times more have
been put forth to rescue failing banks and speculators, which raises serious questions about
global priorities and political will. This funding should be direct and free of conditions, and
should not interfere with the national sovereignty or self-determination of the most affected
communities and groups.

In view of the inefficiency of the current mechanism, a new funding mechanism
should be established at the 2010 Climate Change Conference in Mexico, functioning under
the authority of the Conference of the Parties (COP) under the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change and held accountable to it, with significant representation of
developing countries, to ensure compliance with the funding commitments of Annex 1
countries.

It has been stated that developed countries significantly increased their emissions in
the period from 1990 to 2007, despite having stated that the reduction would be

substantially supported by market mechanisms.
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The carbon market has become a lucrative business, commodifying our Mother
Earth. It is therefore not an alternative for tackle climate change, as it loots and ravages the
land, water, and even life itself.

The recent financial crisis has demonstrated that the market is incapable of
regulating the financial system, which is fragile and uncertain due to speculation and the
emergence of intermediary brokers. Therefore, it would be totally irresponsible to leave in
their hands the care and protection of human existence and of our Mother Earth.

We consider inadmissible that current negotiations propose the creation of new
mechanisms that extend and promote the carbon market, for existing mechanisms have not
resolved the problem of climate change nor led to real and direct actions to reduce
greenhouse gases. It is necessary to demand fulfillment of the commitments assumed by
developed countries under the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change
regarding development and technology transfer, and to reject the “technology showcase”
proposed by developed countries that only markets technology. It is essential to establish
guidelines in order to create a multilateral and multidisciplinary mechanism for participatory
control, management, and evaluation of the exchange of technologies. These technologies
must be useful, clean and socially sound. Likewise, it is fundamental to establish a fund for
the financing and inventory of technologies that are appropriate and free of intellectual
property rights. Patents, in particular, should move from the hands of private monopolies to
the public domain in order to promote accessibility and low costs.

Knowledge is universal, and should for no reason be the object of private property
or private use, nor should its application in the form of technology. Developed countries
have a responsibility to share their technology with developing countries, to build research
centers in developing countries for the creation of technologies and innovations, and defend
and promote their development and application for “living well.” The world must recover
and re-learn ancestral principles and approaches from native peoples to stop the destruction
of the planet, as well as promote ancestral practices, knowledge and spirituality to
recuperate the capacity for “living well” in harmony with Mother Earth.

Considering the lack of political will on the part of developed countries to effectively
comply with commitments and obligations assumed under the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change and the Kyoto Protocol, and given the lack of a legal
international organism to guard against and sanction climate and environmental crimes that
violate the Rights of Mother Earth and humanity, we demand the creation of an

International Climate and Environmental Justice Tribunal that has the legal capacity to
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prevent, judge and penalize States, industries and people that by commission or omission
contaminate and provoke climate change.

Supporting States that present claims at the International Climate and
Environmental Justice Tribunal against developed countries that fail to comply with
commitments under the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and the
Kyoto Protocol including commitments to reduce greenhouse gases.

We urge peoples to propose and promote deep reform within the United Nations,
so that all member States comply with the decisions of the International Climate and
Environmental Justice Tribunal.

The future of humanity is in danger, and we cannot allow a group of leaders from
developed countries to decide for all countries as they tried unsuccessfully to do at the
Conference of the Parties in Copenhagen. This decision concerns us all. Thus, it is essential to
carry out a global referendum or popular consultation on climate change in which all are
consulted regarding the following issues; the level of emission reductions on the part of
developed countries and transnational corporations, financing to be offered by developed
countries, the creation of an International Climate Justice Tribunal, the need for a Universal
Declaration of the Rights of Mother Earth, and the need to change the current capitalist
system. The process of a global referendum or popular consultation will depend on process
of preparation that ensures the successful development of the same.

In order to coordinate our international action and implement the results of this
“Accord of the Peoples,” we call for the building of a Global People’s Movement for Mother
Earth, which should be based on the principles of complementarity and respect for the
diversity of origin and visions among its members, constituting a broad and democratic
space for coordination and joint worldwide actions.

To this end, we adopt the attached global plan of action so that in Mexico, the
developed countries listed in Annex 1 respect the existing legal framework and reduce their
greenhouse gases emissions by 50%, and that the different proposals contained in this
Agreement are adopted.

Finally, we agree to undertake a Second World People’s Conference on Climate
Change and the Rights of Mother Earth in 2011 as part of this process of building the Global
People’s Movement for Mother Earth and reacting to the outcomes of the Climate Change
Conference to be held at the end of this year in Cancun, Mexico.

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Il. Cancun Declaration

We, peoples’ organizations from throughout the global South, representing a
diversity of networks in Africa, Asia, the Pacific, Latin America, and the Caribbean, convened
in Cancun, Mexico, for the South-South Summit on Climate Justice and Finance,
simultaneous to the 16th meeting of the Conference of Parties to the UNFCCC (COP-16).
From November 26th to December 4th, we met in plenary sessions, workshops, group
discussions, and common actions that strengthened our unity and deepened our shared
vision towards the attainment of climate justice.

Our movements are composed of women and men, farmers and rural communities,
fisher folk and coastal communities, indigenous peoples, formal and informal workers,
climate migrants, youth, and urban poor, among others: sectors and grassroots communities
who are among the marginalized and most vulnerable due to climate change.

Through our sharing of experience and analysis, we have seen that the current crisis
is not just about global warming or the science surrounding it; it is also an economic and
social crisis, a political crisis, a food and energy crisis, and an ecological crisis. In sum, a
systemic crisis that the peoples of the South, more than anyone else, fully understand is
about our lives and futures. It is about our food, health, lands, seeds, rights, and livelihoods.
It is about further discrimination and violence against women, in particular, forced
migrations, loss of sovereignty over natural resources, the impossibility to continue existing
as original communities living in harmony with nature. Above all, it is about justice: climate
justice, ecological justice, economic justice, gender justice, historical justice.

Underlying our debates and conclusions is the shared belief that the dominant
approaches in the official climate change negotiations are not considering either the urgency
of the matter, nor its causes and the overarching reach of its implications. While they are
caught up in their endless negotiations, we are worrying about our very survival and that of
the planet. We are particularly troubled that this Northern-controlled, capitalist process will
only result in the justification and continuation of their failed “development” paradigms and
the emergence of more market-based mechanisms that aim not to solve the problem of
global warming but rather to profit from it.

A systemic crisis will only be solved by a systemic approach. It is thus necessary to
bring about a fundamental systemic change with real urgency. Neither market-based

mechanisms nor their technological fixes can be trusted to deal with these crises because

106



they prioritize profit before the planet and its people. Hence, we strongly reject all false
solutions!

At the COP 16 negotiations, the so-called REDD mechanisms have turned into one of
the most hotly debated issues because of the profit opportunities for the large transnational
corporations and financial interests involved. Like CDM and all carbon credit offset
mechanisms, REDD, and its variants, does not tackle the real causes of climate change,
which are the capitalist mode of production, accumulation, and consumption, based on the
aggressive extraction of fossil fuels and other natural resources. Moreover, REDD presents a
menace to food sovereignty and an additional threat: it is intended to usurp territories from
indigenous, afro-descendant and peasant’s communities, taking away their sovereign rights
over their lands. This neo-colonial invasion process is already in place and in many cases
through strong militarization and criminalization. Hence, REDD is not only a false solution for
climate change but an immediate menace for traditional communities, and indeed society
everywhere.

The commodification of nature and its “free-trading” is at the heart of the false
solutions being negotiated in Cancun and imposed in each of our countries. That is why they
will only create more problems, not real solutions. What is needed is for the industrialized
countries of the North to fulfill their obligations under the Convention by deeply cutting
their emissions of greenhouse gases and making the transition to non-capitalist, non-
petroleum societies instead of speculating in carbon credits that will allow them to go on
destroying nature and usurping atmospheric space while transferring their political and
economic responsibilities to the South.

It is now time that those who caused these crises — Northern industrialized
countries, international financial institutions, multinational corporations and elites both
North and South — are held accountable for their gross and systematic crimes against
humanity and nature and begin urgent reparations of their historical, ecological, climate,
and social debts.

In this spirit, many of us took part and we support the agreements that emerged at
the Cochabamba Peoples” Summit on Climate Change and the Rights of Mother Earth, as
they reflect what we have been fighting for as popular movements.

We demand that reparations for ecological and climate debt include not only
immediate measures to stop further harm by detaining and annulling those policies and
projects that seek to advance and deepen their control and exploitation of nature, but also

to restore to the peoples of the South the financial and technological resources they need to
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deal with the current and future impacts and consequences of climate change and for
building alternative, equitable, and sustainable societies.

Financial reparations for climate debt — climate finance — should not be in the form
of loans or other debt creating instruments, nor come with political or economic
conditionalities, nor be in the form of private investments. These would be in violation of
the principles and purpose of reparations, adding to the oppression of the peoples of the
South and the further undermining of our rights and the rights of nature, deepening
capitalist exploitation and the colonization of atmospheric space.

Climate finance should be obligatory and additional to other financial reparations.
Global and national channels of climate finance should be democratic and accountable, and
their governance should be fully transparent and involve democratic representation from
peoples of the South especially those most severely affected by the climate crisis. We also
demand that there be equitable and just distribution of climate finance across countries and
within countries.

The World Bank, private banks and other financial institutions such as the Asian
Development Bank, the Inter-American Development Bank and the African Development
Bank should have no role in climate finance. These institutions promote a “development”
paradigm that is contrary to the wellbeing of our peoples and the planet and they share a
large responsibility for the accumulation of illegitimate debt claims against the countries of
the South. They continue even now, as they have for decades, to finance harmful projects
including fossil fuel projects, megadams and others that exacerbate climate change. This
must be stopped.

Furthermore, we call for the unconditional cancellation and repudiation of all debts
claimed of the countries and peoples of the South by the governments of the North, global
financial institutions and private banks, among other lenders, many of which have been
generated as a result of these ecologically destructive projects and policies. This is a
necessary step towards the attainment of climate justice and the reparation of the
ecological, historical, and socio-economic debts due to the planet and the peoples of the
South.

In order to confront these challenges we call for a deepening of unity among
peoples’ and social movements throughout the global South. We must engage in a common
effort that is rooted in our most vulnerable communities and that serves to strengthen

resistance to the systematic expoliation we suffer.
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This resistance must act in many levels, from local to global. Here in Cancun we have
agreed to undertake a worldwide campaign to get the World Bank out of climate finance
and the financing of climate disaster, denouncing the havoc it sponsors. We will coordinate
activities that serve to monitor the financing and development of false solutions as well as
the resistance to them and organize specific campaigns in consequence. We will also
promote initiatives such Peoples’ Tribunals on Ecological Debt and Climate Justice and
diverse forms of popular consultation in order to promote public understanding and
mobilization around the call for climate justice and to hold those responsible accountable
for their crimes. We will also push for the continuation of the campaigns against illegitimate
financial debts through various forms of struggle, including the call for comprehensive and
participatory debt audits in Southern countries and campaigning against new, illegitimate,
debt-financing for climate. Finally, we reject the current model of “development” and those
that benefit from it while destroying the planet at the expenses of the lives of the vast
majority of the world’s population. We reaffirm that real alternatives do exist. Indigenous
peoples and popular communities, women and peasants — who have always taken care of
the planet and lived in harmony with nature, provide a number of examples of how to
sustain relations that are not based on the notions of infinite growth, profit and resource
extraction. Hence, we are here to put pressure on the delegates at the COP-16, but we know
that hope really lies outside the conference premises: it belongs to us in the streets, cities,
rural areas, and indigenous communities on the global South. Let’s globalize the struggle!

Let’s globalize hope! No more Climate Debt! Reparations Now!

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lll. Final Declaration of the People’s Summit in Rio +20

Social and popular movements, trade unions, people, civil society organizations and
environmentalists from around the world present at the Peoples’ Summit in Rio +20 for
Social and Environmental Justice, lived in the camps, the mass mobilization, in the debates,
the construction of the convergences and alternatives, conscious that we are subjects of a
different relationship between humans and humans and between humanity and nature,
taking the urgent challenge of halting the next phase of restoration of capitalism and build
through our struggles, new paradigms of society.

The People’s Summit is the symbolic moment of a new cycle path in the global
struggles that produces new convergence between women’s movements, indigenous
peoples, blacks, youths, farmers / peasants and the family, trabalhadore / as, traditional
communities and peoples, Maroons, fighters for the right city, and religions around the
world. The meetings, demonstrations and great march of Peoples were the moments of
maximum expression of these convergences.

The multilateral financial institutions, the coalitions in the service of the financial
system, as the G8/G20, corporate capture of the UN and most governments have
demonstrated irresponsibility with the future of humanity and the planet and promoted the
interests of corporations in the official conference. In contrast to this, the vitality and
strength of demonstrations and discussions at the Summit of the Peoples strengthened our
conviction that only the people organized and mobilized can rid the world of corporate
control and financial capital.

Twenty years ago the Global Forum, also held in Flamengo Park, denounced the risks
which humanity and nature ran with privatization and neoliberalism. Today we say that,
besides confirming our analysis, there were significant setbacks in relation to human rights
already recognized. The Rio +20 repeats the script failed false solutions advocated by the
same actors who caused the global crisis. As this crisis deepens, more corporations move
against the people’s rights, democracy and nature, kidnapping the common property of
mankind to save the financial-economic system.

The multiple voices and forces that converge around the Summit of the Peoples
denounce the true structural cause of the global crisis, the capitalist system of patriarchal,
racist and homophobic.

Transnational corporations continue to commit their crimes with the systematic

violation of the rights of people and nature with impunity. Likewise, advance their interests
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through militarization, criminalization of livelihoods of people and social movements
promoting deterritorialization in the field and in the city.

Likewise denounce the historical environmental debt that affects mainly the
oppressed peoples of the world, and it should be assumed by the highly industrialized
countries, which at the end of the day, were the ones who caused the multiple crises we
have today.

Capitalism also leads to loss of social control, democratic and communitarian them
on natural resources and strategic services, which continue to be privatized, turning rights
into commodities and limiting the access of people to goods and services necessary for
survival.

The so-called “green economy” is one of the financial terms of the current phase of
capitalism that also makes use of old and new mechanisms, such as deepening of the public-
private debt, the super-stimulus to consumption, ownership and concentration of new
technologies , carbon markets and biodiversity, land grabbing and land foreignization and
public-private partnerships, among others.

PROPOSALS AND ABSTRACTS

The alternatives are in our people, our history, our customs, knowledge, practices
and production systems, we must maintain, upgrade and achieve scale project as counter-
hegemonic and transformative.

The defense of public spaces in cities with democratic governance and popular
participation, cooperative and inclusive economy, food sovereignty, a new paradigm of
production, distribution and consumption, the change of the energy matrix, are examples of
real alternatives to the current system agro-industrial-urban.

The defense of the commons is guaranteed by a series of human rights and the
nature, solidarity and respect for different worldviews and beliefs of peoples, for example,
the defense of “Living Well” as a way to exist in harmony with nature, which presupposes a
just transition to be built with workers / and the people.

We require a just transition which implies the expansion of the concept of work,
recognition of women’s work and a balance between production and reproduction, so this is
not an exclusive assignment of women. Still passes for freedom of organization and the right
to collective bargaining, as well as the establishment of a broad network of social welfare
and protection, understood as a human right as well as public policies that ensure decent

work forms.
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We claim feminism as a means of building equality, women’s autonomy over their
bodies and sexuality and the right to a life free of violence. Likewise we reaffirm the urgency
of the distribution of wealth and income, combating racism and ethnocide, the guarantee of
right to land and territory, the right to the city, the environment and water, education,
culture, freedom of expression and democratization of the media.

The strengthening of diverse local economies and ensure the territorial rights of the
community building the most vibrant economies. These local economies provide sustainable
livelihoods local, community solidarity, vital components of ecosystem resilience. The
diversity of nature and its associated cultural diversity is the foundation for a new paradigm
of society.

People want to determine what and whom they are intended for common goods
and energy, and take control of their democratic and popular production. A new energetic
model is based on decentralized renewable energy and making energy for the population
and not to corporations.

The convergence of social transformation requires action, joints, and schedules from
the resistance against hegemonic and alternative to the capitalist system that are underway
in every corner of the planet. The social processes accumulated by social organizations and
movements that converged in the Peoples’ Summit pointed to the following axes of struggle:

e Against the militarization of states and territories;

e Against the criminalization of social movements and organizations;

¢ Violence against women;

¢ Violence against the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transsexual and transgender people;

e Against large corporations;

e Against the imposition of unjust economic payment of debts and popular of these
audits;

e To guarantee the right of peoples to land and territory urban and rural;

e For consultation and free, prior and informed consent, based on the principles of

good faith and binding, according to ILO Convention 169;

e For the healthy food and food sovereignty, against pesticides and GMOs;

e For the guarantee of rights and conquest;

e For solidarity with the peoples and countries, especially those threatened by military
coups or institutional, as is happening now in Paraguay;

e The sovereignty of the people in control of the commons against the attempts of

commodification;
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e By changing the matrix and current energy model;

e For the democratization of the media;

¢ Inrecognition of the historical social and ecological debt;

e For the construction of the WORLD DAY OF GENERAL STRIKE.

Let us return to our territories, regions and countries to build animated required to
follow convergences fighting, resisting and advancing against the capitalist system and its
old and renewed ways of reproduction.
