Article 1

Tourism’s contribution to mutual
understanding and respect bet-
ween peoples and societies

1. The understanding and promo-
tion of the ethical values common
to humanity, with an attitude of

nal laws;

damage the local environment;
they should refrain from all traf-

identifies the environment and development issues
which threaten to bring about economic and
ecological catastrophe and presents a strategy for
transition to more sustainable development
practices.

This document translates Agenda 21 into a
programme of action for Travel & Tourism. The
Travel & Tourism industry has a vested interest in
protecting the natural and cultural resources which
are the core of its business, It also has rhe means
do so. As the wortld’s largest industry, it has the
paiwm to bring about subxmmmx envi ;mnmcnul
and socio-economic improvements and to make a
significant contribution to the sustainable develop-
ment of the communities and countries in which it
operates. Concerted action from governments and d
all secrors of the industry will be needed in order

to realize this potential and to secure long-term
future development.

Part T of this {iocumem" presents a summary

analysis of Agenda 21 and the role thar Travel &
Tourism can play in achieving the aims of the
Agenda. It emphasizes the importance of partner-
ships between government, industry, and other
organizations. It analyses the \mwﬁu and
ecopomic importance of Travel & Toutlsm and
demonstrates the enormous benelits in making the
whale industry sustainable, rather than simply
focusing on ‘ecotoutism’.

Part 11 of the document presenis the

The Agenda is grouped around a series of
themes, comprising 40 chaprers and 15 separate
programme areas, each of which represents an
important dimension of an overall strategy for
global transition to more sustainable development-
practices, The chapters build up a comprehensive
fist of actions. These actions address the issues of
environmental protection and human develop-
ment in an integrated manner and include incen-

What it means

This broad programme of action was adopted by
all 182 countries attending the meeting. It is
pethaps the most complex documernt ever hegoti-
ated at an international conference, While not
legally binding, Agenda 21 has moral and practical
force. Tts greatest strength lies in the fact that it was
not produced by experts for government consent
but rather was negotiated, word by word, by repre-
sentatives of the governments which will be
responsible for its implementation.

ntroduction

This chapter discusses the role to be played by
government departments with smmmmbzhw or
Travel & Tourism, national tourism authorities
(NTAs), and representative trade bodies.

Travel & Toutism falls within the remir of a
range of government departments, in cluding
ministries of tourisny, transport, tade, the environ-
ment, ete. All these departments will hzwe a contri-
bution to make to the dcvcic}pmmt of a sustinable
Travel & Tourism industry.

NTAs are usually government c'iepm*tn\enrw
although rhis is not the case in all countries.

Traditionally, NTAs have been responsible for
marketing, planning, and advising central government
on Travel & Tourism issues. In this mp‘.cm\ it is Hilkely
that many of the tasks required to facilitate ¢ the transi-
tion to sustainable deve impmw will fall to them.

Representative trade organizations asually have
a membership of Travel & Tourism companies and
pm\nde a voice for these companies on a national
and international level. They are ideally placed to
facilizate partnerships between govermment tand
industry. They can promote the benefits of the
sustainable dwch;pmmu concept  to  their
members and, equally, represent the needs ol their
members 1o goveraments and. help 1o develop
practical sup Pﬂlil% policies for the achievement
of 1 sustainable tourism industry.

In recent years, the distinctions between NTAs
and representative frade organtzations have began
w0 blur, NTAs now frequently include representa-

Appendis 3 lists
some of the practical resources available and gives
contact details for organizations which can provide
further help.

Throughout this process, it should be recalled that
the organization is not alone, Other departments of
the government, often with greater resources at
their disposal, are also seeking to implement
Agenda 21, as are industry and wade organizations.
The review of Agenda 21 tssues xapcumd at (i)

abhave) should form part of a wider national review,
o help identify what opportunities exist and
where additional tesource needs are most urgent.
Tn order to save scarce resources, the organization
should try to avoid overlapping with work of other
partners in the process, intervening where it has

clear institutional responsibilities or where there
are gaps in existing policies or programmes.

introduction

This chapter outlines the role of Travel & Tourism
companies in achieving the aims laid out by
Agenda 21 It establishes an overall aim of devel-
oping a sustainable wutism programme  and
outlines the process required to build sustainable
development Issues into the core management
function. Tt then sets out ten priority areas for
action by Travel & Tourism companies by the vedr
2005. For each priority area, an objective is defined
and a series of actions which will help 1o achieve
the objective are given. Some companies have
already madle progress in the priority areas and
examples of iniiatives are inclu ded in the text.
This chapter addresses companies of all sizes in
all sectors of the Travel & Tourism industry.
Obviously, the actions that are approptiate to a
major transnational company (TNC) will differ
from those that can be carried out by a st qall Family
enterptise working av community level Equally,
some actions will be specific to companies working

Favel & Turism Companies

in a paricular sector. Every. company in the
industry, however, will be able to do something For
the most part, achieving the objectives will require
A reotientation of the way in which companies do
business, tather than a massive commitment of
resources. Indeed sound environmental manage-
ment often results in significant savings.

As part of the establishment of the environ-
mental management system, organizations should
select the priority areas which are relevant to them,
can be tackled within current budgetary
constrainis, and are likely to bring about the
greaiest impovement. A similar selection process
will be needed o develop targets and actions {or
cach priority area. It should also be remembered
that partnetships will be needed to catry out many
of the actions suggested in this chaprer

This chapter does not provide practical advice
on cartying out the actions. Appendix 3 gives
farther information on some of the practical
tesources available,

In countries where regulation exists o guard
against damage to the environment or human
health caused by hazardous substances  or
hazarclous wastes, companies and managing direc-
tors may avoid prosecution and fines - or even
imprisonment - by taking a responsible approach
ro hazardous substances.

planning process so that they effectively partic-
ipate in sustainable development.




4 CONCLUSION

This document has indicared what needs 1o be done
to achieve the aims of Agenda 21 mt‘sm the Travel &
Tourism industry. While the tasks abead may seem
challenging, the costs of inaction will far outweigh
those of action, The industry faces a stark choice: to
act now and guarantee a sustainable furure for Travel
& Toutism or to wair and waich as environmental
and economic decline “destroy the resources on
whidh it depends. In reality, there is no choice. We
cannot alford to wait until there are no more pristine
cuviconments, undl heritage and cultures are
depraded, and until all the seas are polluted. We
cannot afford 1o wait and see if sea levels will rise or
if ozone depletion will harm human health,

When the United Nations meets 1o follow up
the Rio process, it will be looking clmﬁ;ﬁ‘iv at the
relative progress made by various industrics toward
the aims of Agenda 21, The authors of 11 is docu-
ment will be reporting w thar meeting with 2
comprehensive account of the responses of Travel
& Tourism. After that meeting, industries which

show a lack of progress may be rargeted by
policy-makers to take on more onerous responsi-
bilities ~ responsibilities which fail 1o wke into
account the very real benefis that can accrue [rom
piogressive improvements in performance.

of the way that government departments, NTAs,

THE UNITED NATIONS FRAMEWORK

CONVENTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE

The signing of the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change is seen by many as
the most significant outcome of the Rio process. Its
significance lies not so much in its scientific
content but in the political and economic bound-
aries that had to be overcome, The result of two
years careful negotiation, the Convention was
signed by 130 countries at the Rio meeting and has
su *}fscqucnd\ been ratified by the 30 countries
necessary o bring it in w force.
The Climate Convention aims to control emis

sions of greenhouse gases resulting oM hmmn
activities. Tt focuses particulady on carbon d lioxide

and it will affect mainly the developed countries

that are the major producers of greenhousetelared
emissions.

Within the Convention, developed countries
commit themselves to providing ‘specific and
dewiled information on the progress that they are

xm!«mg in reducing anthropogenic emissions of

cathon dioxide and other greenhouse gases not

controlled by the Montreal Pmtc;cwl to their 1990

levels. The Convention does not commit these

countries to achieving the stabilization gaal by

1990, merely to reporting progress towards that goal.

The Convention states that nations should:

APPENDIX 2

THE UNITED NATIONS FRAMEWORK

CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY

Working from the premise that biological diversity
i< essential for the evolution and maintenance of the
life-sustaining systems of the biosphere, this

Convention aims to achieve the ‘conservation of

biological diversity, the sustainable use of its compo-

nents, and the fair and equitable sharing of the bene-
fits arising out of the wtilization of genetic resources,
including by approptiate access to genetic Fesourees
and by appropriate transfer of relevant technologies
taking into account all rights over those resources
and 1o technologies by appropriate funding.

& encourage public participation in the develop-

The Convention also has a numbes of provi-
sions regarding access o genetic materials and
