Abstract

This thesis attempts to analyze the relationship/connection of Permanent Structured
Cooperation (PESCO) with Great Britain, in the light of the exit (Brexit) of the
second from the European Union (EU). The method used to draw the necessary
conclusions to answer the questions of the subject has three parts.

A historical overview, a description of the European Union Global Strategy, as
outlined in the text signed by the EU High Representative for Foreign Affairs, a
description of PESCO, its objectives, as well as the mechanisms that «framey it. In
this context, a brief reference is made to the European Defense Fund (EDF), to the
European Defense Agency (EDA) and to the Coordinated Annual Review on Defense
(CARD).

It is then appropriate to examine the British departure from the Europe of the
28. The examination is carried out through two distinct areas: That of foreign policy
and the defense capabilities. In particular, the first part analyzes the foreign policy
pursued by Britain from 2001 to 2016 on EU-related security issues. The beginning is
based on the first major divergence of views, among EU states, regarding the invasion
to Iraq with the accusation of chemical weapons possession by Saddam regime and
briefly covers the range of security issues such as Arab Spring, Syrian Crisis, EU-
Turkey relations, Terrorism, Migration etc. The second part assesses the defence
capabilities (what it does as a member) and the potentialities (what it could do as a
member) that would be deprived of the EU from Britain's exit and create a security
gap in European security architecture.

In the last part of the work, reference is made to the assessment of British
policy within the EU in conjunction with its pro-Atlantic approach and whether its
absence reinforces/imposes on the Franco-German axis more initiatives. In this
regard, it is examined whether the PESCO projects, approved by the Council of
Europe, can adequately fill the gap left by the UK's withdrawal from the EU. A
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critical factor in understanding the PESCO is the EU's strategic autonomy and the
investment in research and development of defence capabilities.

In addition, the above mentioned data are synthesized to produce such
conclusions. In this respect, briefly mentioned as the most significant, the case in
point, Britain's participation as a third country, with a special and unique cooperation
relationship within PESCO, which will also be of interest to Turkey, with the latter
exploiting it for foreign policy reasons and the PESCO-UK relationship, which is
dynamic because, in the light of the EU's upgrading to a «Force» with strategic
autonomy, answers the question of whether the former will be able to fill the
capabilities gap that the latter will create by leaving the EU, thus demonstrating
whether this relationship will be complementary or competitive in the future.
