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«Maritime Diplomacy in the 21°%" Century»
loannis Trouptsidis

Abstract

Keywords: Maritime Diplomacy, Soft & Hard Power, Smart Power, Naval Strategy,

It is not necessary to be an experienced internationalist or scholar to find that the
subject of maritime diplomacy is a field neglected by the academic community and
especially in our country, where it lacks complete analysis in the Greek Bibliography. In the
present thesis, an attempt was made to redefine maritime diplomacy in the present era,
studying historical cases with the involvement of mostly large — medium or emerging naval
forces (eg. Great Britain, USA, Russia, China, India, etc.), which have incorporated it into
their high strategy. At the same time, it was a special challenge to examine this issue in
the light of the Greek reality, as there is a lack of understanding in our country of
international politics and diplomacy.

The fact of the evolution of this form of diplomacy is a global originality, which is
proved in practice by its resilience over the centuries and its “evolutionary adaptability” to
the new data / special characteristics of each era. lIts flexibility is multi-level both at
technological and institutional / ethical level with the consequence of gaining a multitude of
advantages over other forms of diplomacy. It is no exaggeration in the 21 century to talk
about a unified digital battlefield, with aeronautical units having primary role. From our
study it is clear that this type of diplomacy will continue to concern us at least in the
foreseeable future, while at the same time its use will prevail over other forms of diplomacy
(those of air and land).

Even great powers (eg. Russia, France, Great Britain, etc.) but also the only (so far)
United States superpower, try to make their interventions compatible with international
Law and to be accompanied by the legitimacy of the resolutions of the UN Security
Council. Typically we could say that nowadays it is counterproductive “to shoot first and
then to cooperate”. Naval diplomacy in the form of persuasion or coercion, mainly through
naval presence missions, remains a powerful tool while the use of threat or limited use of
force is preferable (and in practice tacitly accepted by the international community), by
total war (especially today with the enormous firepower of military means).

With the use of non-military means to practice this diplomacy in the 21%' century, we
have seen in practice how it can be used in a wide range of missions as a combination of
soft and hard power “smart power”, in a winning strategy. In addition we have drawn valid
conclusions about the time and type of power we must use if we want immediate results.
Everything we describe can work not only for large or emerging forces but also for medium
—sized naval forces, such us our country.

Regarding the Greek naval diplomacy today, unfortunately is reduced by the use of
the Greek Navy (PN) in a police role (due to the problem of illegal immigration) and a little
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in a diplomatic role (mainly by participating in transnational exercises, ceremonial port
visits, etc.). Every time Greece invested in its naval power, it won many times, with the
most eminent example, the period 1910-1919, when Greece managed to double its
territories. This maritime sovereignty in the Aegean and the Eastern Mediterranean lasted
almost 70 years until the Turkish invasion of Cyprus in 1974. Therefore, the increase of
our country’s hard power is a necessary condition for ensuring its territorial integrity.

The most important lesson of this brilliant period of 1910-1919 that we mention in the
conclusions is that the triptych strategy — training — organization is required to use the
advanced weapons systems effectively. This particular lesson should be of particular
concern to us today, due to the strategic situation in the Eastern Mediterranean in
combination with the changes of the International System (transition to a multi-polar
system).
