Abstract

Over the last decades, an effort has been made to engage in an important debate,
both in the purely political field and in the academic field, on the very concept of
Europe and in particular on the depth of this concept and its potential breadth.

The issue of European integration could no longer be confined exclusively to the
purely institutional, legal and economic aspects of integration, but must enter a more
substantial stage related to the deeper meaning of the very essence and semantic depth
of the European idea. As a result, there has been an increasing literature regarding the
very idea of Europe, which is one of the most remarkable developments in

contemporary European affairs.

This thesis aims to contribute to this debate by drawing on another discipline, the
discipline of philosophy, and to bring another aspect of European integration into the
debate, namely that of its underlying philosophical foundation. In particular, the
following analysis focuses on Nietzsche's multifaceted philosophical thought on
Europe and, in particular, on the Nietzschean perspective on the prospect of European
integration, in order to contribute to the debate on this important aspect of

contemporary European affairs.

In essence, it aims to explore the depth of Nietzschean thought on European
integration, with the hope and prospect of providing opportunities for further
academic realization of the multi-dimensionality of Nietzsche's thought on European

integration.
