ABSTRACT

Self —compassion is a recently developed construct in the field of Positive Psychology. It
constitutes a positive state of mind through life and contributes a great deal on people’s
well-being. Self-compassion is a compassionate and kind attitude towards ourselves
especially during painful and difficult period in life and it is a skill that can be cultivated.
Many studies have shown the effect of self-compassion on the reduction of negatives
aspects of life and the enhancement of positive ones. Other studies have examined possible
changes in self- compassion according to people’s demographics. The present study firstly,
aimed to examine if and how positive and negative mental health indicators have an effect
on a person’s self-compassion levels, and secondly if there were any changes in self-
compassion according to gender, age and unemployment. The sample consisted of 177
participants, aged from 18 to 72 years of the general greek population. The sample
complete online 4 different self- reported questionnaires of the Self-Compassion Scale
(SCH), the Depression Anxiety Stress Scale (DASS-21), the Subjective Happiness Scale
(SHS) and the PERMA Profiler. Overall results reveal that subjective happiness, positive
emotions and positive relationships positively correlated with and enhance self-
compassion, while negative and anxiety emotions correlated negatively. People who feel
generally more satisfied and happy in their lives, feel more positive emotions and have
positive relationships tend to face themselves with more compassion when adversity
strikes. Furthermore, according to gender, men were shown to demonstrate higher levels of
isolation and over-identification compare to women during difficulties, which is consistent
as a result with former similar studies. However unemployment and age had no effects on
self-compassion in the present study. The most significant finding strongly underline the
important connection between mental health indicators, especially positive ones, and self-
compassion for psychological prosperity. Finally, the study refers to proposals based on the
outcomes, for designing more structured and effective interventions- also suggestions for

future research are mentioned.
