ABSTRACT

In the context of the spread of the Corona-pandemic crisis, but also of the resulting
regulatory policies to deal with it by the respective governments, an attempt is now
made to measure whether and to what extent, the Private Consumption of Eurozone
Households was affected. For the needs of the above purpose, the corresponding models
of Private Consumption were designed, both for the Total and for the individual
categories. Subsequently, in the environment of R - STUDIO, the corresponding linear
logarithmic regressions of Consumption were carried out with the relevant factors of
influence from Economic Theory.

A positive, clearly non-zero, statistically significant effect of Disposable Income was
measured with a p-value = 0.001. This effect - in the form of elasticity - was lower
during the spread of the Pandemic than before. In contrast, the effect of Consumer
Credit, which was positive, non-zero and statistically significant with p-value =0.05,
was clearly greater during the period of the spread of the Pandemic, compared to the
previous decade. In addition, a clear decline in the Consumption of transportation and
Restaurant/Hotels services for the years 2020 and 2021 compared to the previous
decade was measured.

In conclusion, the Consumption of European Households showed the well-known
positive correlation with its influencing factors, such as Disposable Income and
Consumer Credit, but with clear differences during the two years of the spread of the
Pandemic, while the movement restrictions and the suspend of the business operation ,
seems to affect Transport and Restaurant/hotels services in terms of Eurozone-

Households Consumption share.
