Abstract

Nowadays, unemployment is considered as a hot topic due to the recent economic
recession. A plethora of studies has been conducted, in order for the magnitude of
economic changes to be assessed. While academic research has focused on the
analysis of economic indices, this fact does not reflect the way in which an individual
experiences economic recession in general and especially in the field of
employment. Comparatively to men, women have always been in a more
disadvantageous position concerning the employment sector. As a result, women
experienced in a more intense degree the financial crisis. Based on the Integrated
Threat Theory, the present study, using a female sample, develops and tests a model
which elucidates the way in which women cope with the perceived economic threat
during financial recession. More specifically, we posit that realistic and unrealistic
threats such as economic hardship, job satisfaction and job insecurity influence
financial distress. Finally, financial distress mediates the relationship between
realistic and unrealistic threats and perceived economic threat. The findings have

important implications for researchers that are discussed.
