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Riskingpublic health: thepolitical manipulation of "mad cow- disease

The last decade Europe was shaken by the so called "mad cow" disease which revealed several aspec-
ts of the prevailing policies related to the crucial sector of food consumption and health. These
aspects refer to: the relations between science and state agents, the function of the responsible for
the protection of consumers institutional bodies of EU as well as of the most directly involved
Member States, the role of Mass Media and finally the reactions of non governmental organisa-
tions and public opinion during the political crisis that followed the relevation of the impacts BSE
could have for European consumers of beef meat. This presentation attempts a historical recon-
struction and a critical review of the BSE crisis in an effort to extract some conclusions related to
the policies followed for the management of human health risk associated with the adoption of
technological innovation in the area of food production and consumption.
