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Embeding the global in the national: implicationsfor the role of the state

The formation of an emerging institutional framework to govern the global economy and
the inevitable implications this has for the exclusive authority of the modern national state
over its territory that is, its exclusive territoriality. There is a new set of intermediary
strategic agents that contribute to the management and coordination of the global econo-
my. They are largely, though not exclusively, private. And they have absorbed some of
the international functions carried out by states in the recent past, as was the case, for
instance, with the predominantly protectionist regimes of the post - world war 11 decades
through which governments govern international trade. Private firms in international
finance, accounting and law, the new private standards for international accounting and
financial reporting, and supra-national organisations such as WTO, all play strategic non-
government centered governance functions. They do so, however, largerly inside the ter-
ritory of national states. This signals the possibility of a whole series of engagements with
various aspects of national states and a diversity of outcomes depending on the specifics of
each national state.

| argue that precisely because to a large extent global processes materialise in national ter-
ritories, a large number of national states have had to become deeply involved in the
implementation of the global economic system and have, in this process, experienced
transformations of various aspects of their institutional structure. In this process some
components of national states may well gain power, e.g. Ministries of Finance and Central
Banks, even as many others lose power. My working hypothesis is that while globalisation
leaves national territory basically unaltered, it is having pronounced effects on the exclu-
sive territoriality of the national state - that is, its effects are not on territory as such but
on the institutional encasements of that geographic condition.
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
