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Nationaland transnational responses to globalisation

The public policy of developed countries has facilitated the globalisation process, while at the same
time neglecting the problems that gradually emerged from the said process. The multilateral trade
negotiations in the contextof GATT and the newly -bom World Trade Organisation led to the drastic
curtailment of obstacles to the trade of goods and services, while the Multilateral Investment
Agreementwhich is being promoted by developed countries lays down rules of good contact of states
towards transnational enterprises. On the other side, enterprises are taking advantage in the absence
of international rules governing their own conduct and have been adjusting their policies in order to
avoid the more stringent national regulations. The main axis of the study is about globalisation and
governance. Among the issues examined are the lawfulness and effectiveness of national responses to
the challenges of globalisation, the areas suitable for collective action, the dilemma between global
and regional regimes, as well as the exportability of the European regulatory model.
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
