Globalisation and the changing role ofthe state

Selected parts ofthe speech:

1. The phenomenon signified as ""Globalisation™ leads to the transformation of the State, by taking the
following dimensions:

* A stronger embodiment of the State in globalized capital markets.
A redistribution of power within the State
*A re-orientation of the State in the establishment of measures at the benefit of the global-
ized monetary investments.
*The questioning of traditional principles of State functions and separation from social
cohesion policies.

2. For Greece, the following points arise:
* Globalisation implies serious limitations in main sectors of economic policy.
*The recognition of this reality does not imply the passive acceptance and political legitimi-
sation of the consequences of these changes, as some of the critics seem to fear. On the con-
trary, it sets in quite clear political terms the question of choices which must be taken, in
order to achieve the goals set at the national level.
 Of special significance in the context of globalisation are the strategies formed by the State
for the country’s social organisation model. Discussions on the Welfare State stress this par-
ticular conflict between Market and Society on the political level.
