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The five factor model of personality in childhood:

ABSTRACT

children’s personality. The theoretical background is based on the Five Factor

Model of Personality (FFM). Specifically, the results of the second phase of the
project in two countries (Greece and The Netherlands) are discussed. In both cultures, a new
questionnaire was constructed, based on parental free descriptions of children’s personality. The Greek
version consisted of 99 items, while the Dutch version included 112 items. A five-point, Likert-type scale
was used (from O=not at all to 4=very much). The Greek sample consisted of 509 parents while 472
parents completed the Dutch questionnaire. With the use of factor analysis, five factors were revealed in
both questionnaires. Considerable similarities were found concerning the content of the factors, although
their items were not directly comparable one by one. In addition, the structure of the Greek and the Dutch
questionnaire was similar to the well-known Five-Factor Model of the adult personality, with minor
differences in each culture. Emotional instability, culture/autonomy, agreeableness, conscientiousnesss,
and extraversion consisted the dimensional structure of children’s personality according to both Greek and

Dutch parents’ perceptions.
