Luxembourg hosts the most for-
eigners at the proportion of 36% over
the whole population of the country,
while Portugal hosts the less foreign-
ers at the proportion of 1,9% over the
whole population of the country.

Ireland presented the highest rate
of growth: 11% of GDP, while Den-
mark presented the lowest rate of
growth: 2,8%of GDP.

Sweden is the country with the
highest expenditure for the Education
at the proportion of 6,9% of total
GDP, while Greece is the country with
the lowest expenditure for the Educa-
tion at the proportion of 4% of total
GDP.

Moreover, Germany is the country
with the highest labor force with
40.001.000 individuals, while Luxem-
bourg is the country with the lowest
labor force with 254.000 individuals.

Luxembourg is the country, which
employs the most foreigners at the
proportion of 57,3 % of the total labor
force while Spain is the country, which
employs the lowest foreigners at the
proportion of 1% of the total labor

force.

Greece is the country with
the highest number of dead people
caused at road accidents: 20 dead by
100.000 citizens per year.

According to these elements. it is
obvious that there is “an abysmal
gulf” between the Member States of
the European Union. The delegates of
Brussels as well as of the respective
Governments are awarded of these d-
ifferences and we suppose that they
endeavor to fade them with time.

The crucial question. which con-
cerns Greece, according to my opin-
ion. i1s whether the Greek people have
been well informed as well as whether
Greek people are aware of the diffi-
culty of the project of the real conver-
gence towards the magnitudes of the
other Member States.

In any case the challenge exists and
1s ante portas. as it is real the trend of
the people not to turn towards the di-
minishing sun (metaphorical the
Drachma). but towards the new
(metaphorical the EURO). whish is
rising in between the “red crown™ of
the down accompanied by the lusty
cheers of triumph.
