Drawing upon the concept of addictions and in particular, gambling behavior and
online trading addiction, this study explored whether trading in the stock market
comprises an addictive behaviour. It explored the basis/grounds of risk behaviour of
individuals engaged in the stock market trading and those gambling in general. It
further explored the correlations between impulsivity/ sensation seeking and
addiction, psychosomatic symptoms and economic risk loving behaviour.

The
age of the participants ranged from 20 to 70 years or over. The results suggested
that trading in the stock market is an addictive behavior. It was shown that traders
misperceive by underestimating the risk of trading the stock market, whereas
gamblers perceive the risk of gambling on a totally objective manner. Furthermore, a
positive correlation among male stock market investors/traders has been found to
exist between impulsivity and addiction, psychosomatic symptoms and economic risk
loving behavior. Additionally, being older and male tend to increase the possibility of
someone engaging in gambling and / or trading activity. Low extraversion and low
conscientiousness increase the possibility of pathological stock market trading,
whereas, low agreeableness and high neuroticism increase the possibility of
pathological gambling. Finally, opportunism affects only gambling and it has a
positive impact on having some gambling and / or trading addiction problem.
